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General Rules 

 

  For closing date of en tries see syllabus. Early entries would be greatly 
appreciated to assist with compiling the timetable. Late entries cannot normally 
be accepted. Proof of posting cannot be accepted as proof of delivery.  
1 Entries must be made online or on the official form  and sent to the Section 

Secretary concerned to arrive no later than the date stated in the syllabus. 
(online entry fees should be sent within 7 days)  

2 No entry fees can be returned and the Section Committee reserve the right 
to refuse an entry.  

3 Age of competitors is as at 1st September prior to the Festival unless 
otherwise stated. Adults are those who are 18 years before 1st September  
unless otherwise stated . Candidates must strictly observe the conditions 
regarding age.  

4 Not all sections send out tic kets and timetables as some will be by E -mail.  
However some Tickets and Timetables will be sent to competitors at least 
one week before the relevant class. If these are not received as indicated, 
the section secretary should be contacted.  

5 All adult clas ses are open to professionals and amateurs. (see also adult 
vocal section).  

6 Time limits set must be strictly adhered to. Failure to comply may lead to 
reduction in marks or disqualification on the decision of the adjudicator. 
Time limits include any intr oduction of pieces and accompanist introductions 
and endings. (This does not apply to Speech and Drama Section). The 
competitor should stop performing if over the time limit which may be 
indicated by the adjudicator.  

7 A competitor may make only ONE entry in any class; however, a competitor 
may enter a Vocal Duet, Piano Duet/Ensemble, Recorder Duet/Ensemble 
and Drama Duologue more than once with a different partner. Competitors 
may enter a Recorder Solo Class more than once if offering an alternative 
instru ment and music.  

8 Competitors may only enter once in each group of Graded classes for any 
section and should not have passed any grade higher than the one entered. 
e.g.  A competitor may enter one graded class in both the Violin and Viola 
classes but not tw o different graded classes for violin.  

9 No substitutions can normally be made in duet or group classes after the 
closing date of entry. Names of all performers for duets and groups must be 
listed on the entry form or online.  

10  Trophies remain the propert y of the Bristol Eisteddfod Association and are 
to be held by winners for one year only. The Committee will require the safe 
custody of its trophies, which must be returned in a good, clean condition 
not later than 10th February the following year regardle ss of where the 
holder lives.  It is not acceptable to return them on the day of the 
competition.  The festival reserves the right not to allow any trophy to be 
held by a competitor who previously returned trophies in a damaged or 
unclean state. Should a t ie occur; the winning competitors should hold the 
Trophy for an equal period during the year.  

11  Official Accompanists will be provided for vocal and instrumental classes. 
The cost is included in entry fees. Competitors may use their own 
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accompanist but th ere can be no refund of any fees.  
12  Copies of all music for the official accompanist MUST be sent to the relevant 

Section Secretary by the date stated on the entry form, clearly marked with 
competitor's name & class number. These should be neatly presente d and 
legible, unfolded and bound. Stapled or poor quality copies may be refused. 
All copies will be retained and destroyed unless a legally paid for 
downloaded copy. Please do not send books or albums of music; only 
individual pieces should be sent.  

13  Accompanists reserve the right to decline playing for a competitor if the 
music is not received by the date stated on the entry form.  

14  A copy of the music may be presented to the adjudicator only if a 
purchased copy of the piece is available at the time of  performing.         

15  Items to be performed must be listed clearly on the entry form. 
Competitors will not be allowed to perform any piece other than that stated. 
Substitution of pieces (changes) can only be considered if the programmes 
have not been pri nted.  

16  Competitors are expected to perform all vocal and speech and drama 
classes from memory unless stated otherwise.  

17  Test pieces may not be performed in any other class than that for which 
they are set. Neither can vocal music be transposed into any  other key than 
that written unless otherwise stated.  

18  No competitor may perform any piece more than once during the festival.  
19  In all Sections the adjudicators may hear the whole or part of any 

performance and may withhold any award if in their opinio n a high enough 
standard is not reached. No Trophy will be awarded unless the 
'Commended' standard is reached with the mark of 84%. The descriptors of 
marks are in the Syllabus and on the remarks sheets.  

20  Communication with adjudicators is absolutely pro hibited. Adjudicators may 
disqualify a competitor if this rule is broken.  

21  No recording or photography is permitted except with permission of the 
Management Committee (See Child Protection Policy).  

22  No person will be allowed on the platform during a pe rformance unless as 
accompanist or page turner.  

23  The committee shall be the sole interpreters of these rules and reserve the 
right to qualify or determine any of the general regulations as 
circumstances require. Any decision on any question arising there - from 
shall be final.  

24  Any protests must be lodged in writing with the General Secretary, together 
with the grounds on which it is based and with a fee of £20.00. The 
Management Committee will inform the appellant of its decision within one 
month. If the  result is not acceptable to the appellant an appeal may be 
made to the International Federation of Festivals whose decision will be 
final. Name and address of the Federation is available from the General 
Secretary.  

25  Infringement of the rules renders a c ompetitor liable to disqualification.

Competitors will not be allowed to sing any other 
song than that notified. 

4 A second copy of own choice music must be available for the adjudicator on the day of 
the competition. Compliance is the competitor's own responsibility and neither the 
Secretary nor the Committee are able to help in this matter. 

5 When the directive "any standard edition" is given, this must be treated in the same 
way as own choice music. A copy must be supplied for the adjudicator. A copy must 
also be supplied for the official accompanist if the official accompanist is used by the 
competitor. 

6 Unless otherwise stated in individual classes competitors in all classes MUST sing 
from memory. 

7 Time limits as stated must be strictly adhered to. With regards to Da Capo arias, the 
whole aria, including the repeat, must fall within the time limit. See Rule 6 of the 
General Rules. 

8 No substitutions can be made, nor change of pairings in ensemble classes, after the 
closing date for entries. 

9 Where classes specify a test piece, the singer must use the edition or copy supplied. 
Singers may however sing the test piece in any key. 

10 Unless otherwise stated in individual classes, competitors may not sing any song more 
than once in the Festival. 

11 A competitor may only make one entry in each solo class. 

12 Competitors may enter more than once in the duet class with a different partner. 

13 Fees for vocal classes include the services of the Official Accompanist. Competitors 
may use their own accompanist but there can be no refund of any fees. 

14 Competitors can choose to enter classes on a non-competitive basis. The fee remains 
the same and the Official Accompanist will still be available. Please state at the 
beginning of the performance what your intentions are. You will only receive 
adjudication for a non-competitive entry.

David Bruce-Payne B.MUS, FRCO (CHM), ARCM 

Formerly a chorister at King's College, Cambridge, and later studied at the Royal College of 
Music with Herbert Howells and Douglas Guest. Whilst there, he was awarded the W.T.Best 
Memorial Scholarship given by the Worshipful Company of Musicians, enabling further 
organ study in Germany.    

Appointments held include Second Assistant Organist at Westminster Abbey and Music 
Master at the Choir School, Organist and Master of the Choristers at Birmingham Cathedral 
and Director of Music at King Edward's School. He was formerly Senior Lecturer at 
Birmingham Conservatoire and Director of Music at St. George Church, Edgbaston. Organ 
recital and Choral conducting tours have been undertaken in the United States, Canada, 
Germany and West Indies. He has also performed as soloist with the City of Birmingham 
Symphony Orchestra. Improvisation is one of his particular interests.    

He is a retired examiner for the Associated Board of the Royal Schools of Music. He is also 
an adjudicator member of the British Federation of Music Festivals and works extensively 
throughout the United Kingdom and abroad. Many compositions of Church music by him 
have been published with several performances on BBC Radio.    

He is now living in Dorset where he is continuing to freelance as a performer and 
adjudicator. He has been asked to direct a new choir, Harmonia Singers who sing in 
southern cathedrals and churches. He is now involved as a Trustee of The Lyme Regis 
Organ School. 

 

Elizabeth Stafford BA (Hons) PhD PGDip LTCL PGCE 

Elizabeth Stafford was born and educated in Birmingham. She studied for a BA (Hons) in 
music at Durham University, following this with a PhD in Performance Studies at Sheffield 
University, a Postgraduate Diploma in Vocal Studies at Trinity College of Music and a PGCE 
in Primary Music at Birmingham City University.    

As a solo soprano Elizabeth has won many competitions and awards including First Prize 
and 'Most Promising Young Female Singer' in the David Clover Competition & finalist 
representing Sheffield University in the Musica Britannica Competition. She has appeared 
as an oratorio and opera soloist with numerous ensembles in venues including Symphony 
Hall, Birmingham Town Hall, and most of the major cathedrals in England. She has given 
recitals in many prestigious locations including the CBSO Centre, the National Gallery, the 
Victoria and Albert Museum and the Malta Cultural Centre, and has broadcast as a soloist 
on BBC Radio 4 and the BBC World Service.    

As a choral conductor, Elizabeth has conducted numerous youth and adult choirs in venues 
including Symphony Hall, Birmingham Town Hall, Tewkesbury Abbey & St Chad's 
Cathedral, Birmingham. She currently directs the award-winning St Paul's Girls' Centenary 
Choir, based at St Paul's School in Birmingham, where she also teaches singing, and is 
Musical Director of the Sutton Coldfield-based community choir Blackwood Acappella 
Singers. In 2009, Elizabeth was selected for a choral conducting Masterclass with David Hill 
and the BBC Singers, and in 2010 was invited to conduct a massed choir for the Music for 
Youth Family Prom in Birmingham.    

Elizabeth has worked for numerous Local Authority Music Services as a vocal and 
curriculum teacher, and is currently North West Area Leader for the KS2 Music CPD 
Programme, the government's national CPD programme for music teachers. She also 
examines GCSE and AS level Composition and Performance for Edexcel and is an 
Adjudicator Member of The British and International Federation of Festivals.

Adjudicator 

Tom Bell, BMus(Hons), GradRNCM, PGDip(Perf)  A student of the legendary Kevin 

Bowyer in Manchester, and Jacques van Oortmerssen in Amsterdam, Tom Bell graduated 
with first class honours from the Royal Northern College of Music in 2006. His studies were 
supported by prestigious scholarships awarded by the Associated Board of the Royal 
Schools of Music, the Royal College of Organists, the Countess of Muster Musical Trust and 
the Michael James Music Trust.   
 

Tom has broadcast and recorded as a soloist, and hopes to release up to three CDs in 
2011-2012.  In recent years he has performed widely in the UK, as well as visiting 
Scandinavia and Southern Europe.  2011 took him to the USA for the first time, including a 
concert at the National Cathedral in Washington DC.   He aims to present varied 
programmes, and besides performing a wide array of established repertoire is also 
committed to commissioning new works.   
 

As a freelance organ teacher, Tom teaches approximately thirty students of varying age and 
ability for the RCO St Giles' Organ School, as well as regularly tutoring on residential 
courses for the RCO, RSCM and Oundle for Organists. In 2011 he also taught on the 
London Organ Improvisation Course for the first time.   Tom sometimes gives lectures, talks 
and classes for other organisations, often exploding myths and exploring contemporary 
organ music, and writes occasionally too.   He has yet to be asked to pen an article about 
steam locomotives ï his other love ï but lives in hope.   
 

Tom is increasingly involved with education and outreach projects designed to educate both 
children and adults about the organ.  He is organist to the exciting Eton Organworks project 
at Eton College and also coordinates the Wimbledon Organ Project, based around the 
Heritage Lottery-funded restoration of the historic organ of Sacred Heart church in 
Wimbledon.  He has also worked on HLF projects in Southall and the City of London.  He is 
currently playing a leading role in developing a scheme in Newcastle, inspired by the 
remarkable organ of the City Hall and the possible installation of new instruments around the 
city centre.  Other future projects will hopefully take him to Westminster, Manchester and 
Edinburgh.   
 

Tom was Director of Music to the Parish of Esher from 2007-2011, and is now Organist and 
Choirmaster at St.Michael's Chester Square in London's vibrant West End.   He would like to 
teach the local filmstars a thing or two about organ music, but doubts he will get the chance.

The main three 

manual instrument is a vintage, late (1895) óFatherô 

Willis (recently restored to its original condition).  It 

has three non-adjustable pistons to each division, 

no ógeneralô pistons and responsive pneumatic 

action.  The choir division is enclosed. 

The second instrument is a remarkable (two 

manual) electronic organ faithfully reproducing 

the sounds of its Dutch original.  It has no aids 

to registration, a radiating and concave pedal 

board, upward facing speakers (where pipes 

would normally be) and a swell pedal controlling the second division.   It has simulated tracker action 

and is especially suitable for Baroque music.
