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General Rules 

  

 For closing date of entries see syllabus. Early entries would be greatly 
appreciated to assist with compiling timetables. Late entries cannot normally 
be accepted. Proof of posting cannot be accepted as proof of delivery. 

 

1 Entries can be made online or on the official entry form and sent to the Section 
Secretary concerned to arrive no later than the date stated in the syllabus. (online 
entry fees should be sent within 7 days)                         .   

2 No entry fees can be returned, and the Section Committee reserve the right to 
refuse an entry. 

3 Age of competitors is as at 1st September prior to the Festival for all sections. 
Adults are those who are 18 years before 1st September. Candidates must strictly 
observe the conditions regarding age. 

4 Tickets and Timetables will be sent to competitors at least one week before the 
relevant class. If these are not received as indicated, the section secretary should 
be contacted. 

5 All adult classes are open to professionals and amateurs. (see also adult vocal 
section). 

6 Time limits set must be strictly adhered to. Failure to comply may lead to 
reduction in marks or disqualification on the decision of the adjudicator. Time 
limits include any introduction of pieces and accompanist introductions and 
endings. (This does not apply to Speech and Drama Section). The competitor 
should stop performing if over the time limit which may be indicated by the 
adjudicator. 

7 A competitor may make only ONE entry in any class; however, a competitor may 
enter a Vocal Duet, Piano Duet/Ensemble, Recorder Duet/Ensemble and Drama 
Duologue more than once with a different partner. Competitors may enter a 
Recorder Solo Class more than once if offering an alternative instrument and 
music. 

8 Competitors may only enter once in each group of Graded classes for any section 
and should not have passed any grade higher than the one entered. e.g A 
competitor may enter one graded class in both the Violin and Viola classes but 
not two different graded classes for violin. 

9 No substitutions can  normally be made in duet or group classes after the closing 
date of entry. Names of all performers for duets and groups must be listed on the 
entry form or online. 

10 Trophies remain the property of the Bristol Eisteddfod Association and are to be 
held by winners for one year only. The Committee will require the safe custody of 
its trophies, which must be returned in a good, clean condition not later than 10th 
Feb the following year regardless of where the holder lives.  It is not acceptable to 
return them on the day of the competitions. The festival reserves the right not to 
allow any trophy to be held by a competitor who previously returned trophies in a 
damaged or unclean state. Should a tie occur, the winning competitors should 
hold the Trophy for an equal period during the year. 

11 Official Accompanists will be provided for vocal and instrumental classes. The 
cost is included in entry fees. Competitors may use their own accompanist but 
there can be no refund of any fees. 
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12 Copies of all music for the official accompanist MUST be sent to the relevant 
Section Secretary by the date stated on the entry form, clearly marked with 
competitor's name & class number. These should be neatly presented and 
legible, unfolded and bound. Stapled or poor quality copies may be refused. All 
copies will be retained and destroyed unless a legally paid for downloaded copy. 
Please do not send books or albums of music; only individual pieces should be 
sent. 

13 Accompanists reserve the right to decline playing for a competitor if the music is 
not received by the date stated on the entry form. 

14 A copy of the music may be presented to the adjudicator only if a purchased copy 
of the piece is available at the time of performing.         

15 Items to be performed must be listed clearly on the entry form. Competitors will 
not be allowed to perform any piece other than that stated. Substitution of pieces 
(changes) can only be considered if the programmes have not been printed. 

16 Competitors are expected to perform all vocal and speech and drama classes 
from memory unless stated otherwise. 

17 Test pieces may not be performed in any other class than that for which they are 
set. Neither can vocal music be transposed into any other key than that written 
unless otherwise stated. 

18 No competitor may perform any piece more than once during the festival. 

19 In all Sections the adjudicators may hear the whole or part of any performance 
and may withhold any award if in their opinion a high enough standard is not 
reached. No Trophy will be awarded unless the 'Commended' standard is 
reached with the mark of 84%. The descriptors of marks are in the Syllabus and 
on the remarks sheets. 

20 Communication with adjudicators is absolutely prohibited. Adjudicators may 
disqualify a competitor if this rule is broken. 

21 No recording or photography is permitted except with permission of the 
Management Committee (See Child Protection Policy). 

22 No person will be allowed on the platform during a performance unless as 
accompanist or page turner. 

23 The Committee shall be the sole interpreters of these rules and reserve the right 
to qualify or determine any of the general regulations as circumstances require. 
Any decision on any question arising there-from shall be final. 

24 Any protests must be lodged in writing with the General Secretary, together with 
the grounds on which it is based and with a fee of £20.00. The Management 
Committee will inform the appellant of its decision within one month. If the result is 
not acceptable to the appellant an appeal may be made to the International 
Federation of Festivals whose decision will be final. Name and address of the 
Federation is available from the General Secretary. 

25 Infringement of the rules renders a competitor liable to disqualification. 

26 Competitors are expected to dress respectably and be neat in appearance.

3 A second copy of own choice music must be available for the adjudicator on the 
day of the competition. Compliance is the competitor's own responsibility and 
neither the Secretary nor the Committee are able to help in this matter. 

4 When the directive "any standard edition" is given, this must be treated in the 
same way as own choice music. A copy must be supplied for the adjudicator. A 
copy must also be supplied for the official accompanist if the official accompanist 
is used by the competitor. 

5 Unless otherwise stated in individual classes competitors MUST sing from 
memory in all classes. 

6 Time limits as stated must be strictly adhered to. With regards to Da Capo arias, 
the whole aria, including the repeat, must fall within the time limit.  See Rule 6 of 
the General Rules. 

7 No substitutions can be made, nor change of pairings in ensemble classes, after 
the closing date for entries. 

8 Where classes specify a test piece, the singer must use the edition or copy 
supplied. Singers may however sing the test piece in any key. 

9 Unless otherwise stated in individual classes, competitors may not sing any song 
more than once in the Festival. 

10 A competitor may only make one entry in each solo class. 
11 A competitor may enter more than once in the duet, ensemble or recital classes 

with a different partner/ensemble. 
12 Fees for vocal classes include the services of the Official Accompanist. 

13  Competitors can choose to enter classes on a non-competitive basis.  The fee 
remains the same and the Official Accompanist will still be available.

David Patrick was a pupil of and Assistant to Dr Harold Darke at St Michael's, Cornhill, 
London from 1959 to 1966 during which time he gave many recitals and was awarded 
a Fellowship of Trinity College of Music, London.  Since then he has firmly established 
himself as an organist, accompanist (organ, harpsichord and piano) and conductor in 
both the United Kingdom and abroad.    He has also broadcast radio and television and 
has made recordings of organ music for the Swedish Company Opus 3 and the Priory 
label in the UK.  Since 2000  he has made organ concert tours in Germany, Italy, 
Sweden, Holland and the Czech Republic, returning to play at the Valsesia Festival in 
Italy in 2006.  

He studied piano in London with Lina Collins who was a pupil of Paderewski and 
Mathilde Verne, the latter being a pupil of Clara Schumann.  

He is an examiner and moderator for the Associated Board of the Royal Schools of 
Music, and has had many carols, organ editions and arrangements, song collections 
and recorder pieces published in recent years.  In 1998 he founded his own publishing 
company, Fitzjohn Music Publications, which specialises in the publication of the more 
unusual music for piano solo, piano duet, piano trio (6 hands), piano quartet(8 hands 
on 2 pianos), organ solo, vocal solo and sacred choral music.  

David Patrick has become known as a successful conductor having conducted small 
and massed choirs in many places including the Royal Albert Hall in London.  In 1973 
he conducted the world premiere of John Joubert's opera "The Prisoner" and has 
directed courses and summer schools for church musicians in England, Sweden, 
Norway and Denmark.  

He is in constant demand as an adjudicator, having judged at numerous Festival 
Competitions throughout the United Kingdom, Ireland and in Hong Kong (1986 and 
1999).  in 2007 and 2008 he was Chairman of the jury for the Norah Sande Award.

Child Protection Policy    (Implemented from July 2008) 
 

The safety of children and members of vulnerable groups is paramount and all, without 
exception, have the right to protection from abuse.  All suspicions and allegations of 
abuse will be taken seriously and responded to swiftly and appropriately. All the 
Charity's trustees, staff and volunteers have a responsibility to report concerns. 
 

Where the word "child(ren)"is used throughout this document, it also includes 
vulnerable adults.  Where "parent" is used it includes guardians and carers. 
 

1 Purpose and function of the Organisation 
 

The purpose of the Association is to advance the education of the public in the Arts 
and in particular the Arts of Music Speech and Drama in all their branches from 
professional musicians and speakers, and to provide a platform for amateur 
performance. 
 

2 The Festival Environment 
 

It is the Association's policy to ensure that, in co-operation with parents, and teachers, 
the annual competitive festival and an annual concert, if there is one, take place in safe 
and secure environments as far as is reasonable and practicable.  This may involve the 
use of more than one venue for each section as well as for the Festival generally. The 
Festival venues are open to the public. The Association will use its best endeavours to 
inform parents, and teachers of this policy.  
 

3 To whom does this policy apply? 
 

This policy relates to children under the age of 18 years and members of vulnerable 
groups of any age who are identified to the organisers prior to their arrival at the 
Festival. This should be done by contacting the address or telephone number at the 
foot of this document.  In recognising the needs of children from all ethnic groups and 
children who are disabled, the Festival actively seeks to meet needs notified to the 
Festival by parents or teachers 
 

4 Festival Personnel 
 

The Association, Festival and the annual concert, if there is one, are run entirely by 
volunteers.  The Management Committee members are the charity trustees of the 
Association and are proposed in accordance with the Association's constitution. The 
various section committees select and train their own volunteers to conduct the annual 
festival.  The Association uses professional accompanists as appropriate. Short job 
descriptions are provided to volunteers as appropriate and all jobs are reviewed 
annually. The Association ensures that checks are made on all relevant volunteers 
through the Criminal Records Bureau (CRB).   All personnel records are held by the 
General Secretary of the Association. 
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Officers of the Association and relevant stewards to whom concerns should be 
addressed during the Festival are identified by visible and legible coloured badges.  A 
private area is available at each venue where concerns may be discussed.  These 
discussions will be documented and dated. 
 

Neither the Association nor the section volunteers are responsible for any children who 
attend the Festival, or who have to move between venues during it. 
 
5 Preparation for Attendance at the Festival 
 

Parents of competitors in the Festival are sent a copy of this policy together with tickets 
for each section entered, either through the competitors' teachers, or direct as 
appropriate.  
 

The Policy is sent so that all parents can be aware   that the Association requires them 
either to attend the festival with their child(ren), or to satisfy themselves that their 
child(ren) will be accompanied to the Festival (and adequately supervised) by 
responsible adults acting on their behalf. 
 

In this context the Association again makes it clear that its volunteers do not take 
responsibility for child(ren) at the festival. 
 
6 Performance and Changing Areas 
 

This policy emphasises that the Association does not supervise children in the public, 
performance, changing areas, practice rooms, nor toilet accommodation, all of which 
may be open to the public.  It is the responsibility of parents to supervise their 
child(ren) in these areas.   
 
7 Photographs, Videotapes and Press Photography 
 

The Press, or an official photographer, may be in attendance at the Festival and 
Festival Concert. Their photographs may be published in the local press or festival 
literature.  If parents do not wish their child(ren) to be photographed then the 
responsible adult attending with the child(ren) must ensure they are not included. 
Parents may approach the official photographer to photograph their child(ren); but that 
approach will be a private arrangement. No other photography or recording of any kind 
will be allowed and announcements will be made to this effect throughout the festival.   
 
8 The Legislation and Guidance that Supports this Policy 
 

The Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974; The Children Act 1989; The Childrenôs Act 
2004; The Police Act 1997; The Data Protection Act 1998; The Human Rights Act 
1998; The Protection of Children Act 1999; The Criminal Justice Act and Court 
Services Act 2000; The Protection of Vulnerable Groups Act 2006. 
 
9 Policy Review 
 

The organisers will review this policy regularly, enhancing it as necessary in 
consultation with The British and International Federation of Festivals, who will, in turn, 
consult other agencies for good practice, most notably the NSPCC and the Arts 
Council of England policy guidelines.

Anne Marsden Thomas's concert and teaching work has taken her to the USA, Japan, 
Europe and all over the UK, and she has made several commercial recordings.   
  

She founded and continues to direct the highly successful St. Giles International Organ 
School whose headquarters are at St. Giles Church.  The Organ School teaches over 
280 students annually, in individual lessons and small groups.  She teaches the largest 
proportion of the students, almost entirely at St. Giles, where there are three superb 
mechanical action pipe organs.  
  

Anne has written/edited a wide range of books for the student organist, all of which are 
still in print, and several more volumes will appear soon.  
  

She studied at The Royal Academy of Music with Douglas Hawkridge, where she won 
all the organ interpretation prizes, and afterwards with Dame Gillian Weir.   She now 
delivers the LRAM teacher training course at The Royal Academy of Music.

St. Augustineôs Chapel, with its warm and 

generous acoustics, houses two organs.  

The main three manual instrument is a 

vintage, late (1895) óFatherô Willis (recently 

restored to its original condition).  It has 

three non-adjustable pistons to each 

division, no ógeneralô pistons and responsive 

pneumatic action.  The choir division is 

enclosed. 

 

The second instrument is a remarkable (two 

manual) electronic organ faithfully 

reproducing the sounds of its Dutch original.  

It has no aids to registration, a radiating and 

concave pedal board, upward facing 

speakers (where pipes would normally be) 

and a swell pedal controlling the second 

division.   It has simulated tracker action and 

is especially suitable for Baroque music.

Branka Crowder was born in Montenegro and grew up in Serbia where she started 
her professional career as principal harpist of the National Opera and Ballet Orchestra 
of Novi Sad and Belgrade. Branka has given numerous solo performances, as well as 
live and recorded appearances for the Serbian Radio and Television.   
  

A graduate of the Academy of Music in Belgrade, Branka continued her studies with 
Caryl Thomas at the Royal Welsh College of Music and Drama before taking the post 
of resident teacher at the Tamnak Prathom Harp Centre in Thailand. During her time in 
Bangkok, Branka appeared as a soloist with the Bangkok Symphony Orchestra and 
performed at numerous state occasions for members of the Royal Family.   
  

Brankaôs own arrangements of traditional Balkan music played on the Celtic harp won 
her the prize at the International Folk Harp Competition in Caernarfon, which lead to 
perform at the Serbian Harp Festival in Belgrade and the European Harp Symposium 
in Cardiff, as well as publishing her first book of Balkan tunes arranged for the harp for 
the first time.   

 

In August 2008 Branka won the special prize at the ñCamac Celtic Harp Trophyò in 
Lorient, Brittany.
